The month of February is traditionally dedicated to the Holy Family.  The 
Knights of Columbus offer many publications promoting family prayer, 
worship, and spiritual formation.  One such is “The Family Fully Alive”, a 
compilation of prayers and meditations that families can engage in 
together in addition to their regular worship at church.  The booklets, along 
with other publications,  are available through the Knights for a minimal 
price and can be ordered online by clicking here.  The booklet pictured in 
this article can also be downloaded free of charge online by clicking here.  
From the time of Christ to the present, our family values remain much the 
same.  Is our family safe and free of worry, do we have sufficient means to 
live our lives, and perhaps most importantly, do our values honor God, 
human dignity, and a respect for life?  
 
Fittingly, the State featured program for February is “HOLY HOUR”.  A Holy 
Hour Service accompanied with a Eucharistic Procession encourages deep 
personal encounters with Christ through the Eucharistic.  It can take the 
form of adoration and meditation in the form of time spent with Our Lord.
